Infowise Event Calendar Plus has extended functionality when used together with
Infowise Associated TasKSeld. Infowise Associated Tasks field enables adding and
managing related taskor any list item or document directly from the item properties.
Once tasks have been to an event:
1 The event will appear with a progress bar, which reports the percentage of
completed tasks visually.

1 Hovering over the progress bar, presents a tooltip with the percentage of
completed tasks.

1 Clicking the progress bar displays the associated tasks list in overlay window and
enables viewing / completing tasks.

The associatetasks status bar is available for day, week and month Viegonly data
source to support Associated Tasks is the SharePoint (WSS) data source.
